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- Story problems (Math book page 61-61)

- Story problem worksheet

- Math terminology bingo slips and blank boards

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The objective is to identify addition versus subtraction story problems based on the terms 

used, identify and skip inofmation that is not needed to solve the problem, and to 

accurately solve the story problem.
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20 minutes
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Overview:

     Working on solving word problems. Put an example word problem on the board. Explain 

the different words that let you know in a story problem whether you are adding or 

subtracting (e.g. gets, total, gives, has left, etc.).

     Explain that each word problem will be completed as a group, with each student 

playing a different role each word problem.

1. Reader: the student reads the word problem and then circles the parts of the word 

problem that are not needed.

2. Director: the student tells the reader which parts to eithe circle or cross out to identify if the 

problem is addition or subtraction.

3. Solver: the student writes down the numbers and then solves the problem.
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15 minutes
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The student can use the notes on the board to complete the worksheet on identifying what 

type of problem it is and what words to take out.

Read the story problem to both XXX and XXX due to fluency reading issues.
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10 minutes
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The students will play a game of bingo. Each of the different words that mean addition or 

subtraction in a story problem are written down on small slips of paper. Put the slips of paper 

in a container to draw them out for bingo.

Each student will need to write down the different words they remember that mean 

addition or subtraction in a story problem on their bingo card. 
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Para 1 will take the data for XXX, Para 2 will take the data for XXX, and Para 3 for XXX.

Data will be taken on participation during direct instruction, percentage of correct 

identifcation of addition versus subtraction problems, and percentage of story problems 

solved accurately.
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
